Dallas’ Green Courier Service Offers Free Delivery
on Earth Day

DALLAS -- A recession is no reason to steer your business away from going green —
especially when Go Green Couriers, Dallas' first all-hybrid courier service, is offering
free delivery for some of its courier services on Earth Day.

Go Green Couriers founder and President Tony Hormillosa says he’s using Earth Day as
an occasion to show businesses that going green needn’t be a sacrifice — and can actually
help firms gain a competitive advantage.

“Going green is not just a slogan but a mindset that runs to the core of what we are trying
to accomplish,” said Hormillosa.

The Dallas-based delivery firm uses only hybrid Toyota Prius sedans in delivering
parcels, 10 percent cheaper, on average, than a traditional courier service. In the process,
the Priuses produce half the carbon emissions of the small trucks used by many courier
companies.

In a year, a traditional, solely fossil-powered vehicle covers 60,000 miles of road and
generates 47 tons of carbon emissions.

Because Go Green Couriers operates remotely, it saves on the cost and resources of
operating office space; because it relies on an online ordering system, it bills and stores
its records electronically.

The firms” more efficient, Earth-friendly practices allow it to undercut its competitions’
prices.

“The only way we can make a measurable positive impact on the environment is if we
join together with other companies interested in making a difference,"” said Hormillosa.
